RE knowledge  

  Christians believe the ‘big story’ of The Bible is 

that God saves people. This salvation includes the 

ongoing restoration of humans’ relationship with 

God.  

 The New Testament says that Jesus’ death was 

somehow ‘for us’.  

 Christians interpret this death in a variety of ways: 

for example, as a sacrifice for sin; as a victory over 

sin, death and the devil; paying the punishment as 

a substitute for everyone’s sins; rescuing the lost 

and leading them to God; leading from darkness to 

light, from slavery to freedom.  

 Christians believe that Jesus calls them to       

sacrifice their own needs to the needs of others, 

and some are prepared to die for others and for 

their faith.
