Word  Definition  

Salvation The act of saving or protecting 
from harm or destruction. 

  

Resurrection The rising of Christ after His 
death and burial. 

  

Gospel The story of Christ's life and 
teachings, especially as con-
tained in the first four books of 
the New Testament, namely Mat-
thew, Mark, Luke, and John. 

  

Sacrifice The act of giving up something 
that you want to keep especially 
in order to get or do something 
else or to help someone. 

  

Crucifixion An ancient act of killing a person 
by nailing them to a cross. 

Incarnation God ‘in the flesh’ – in human 
form on Earth (Jesus).
