Atlantic Ocean; Arctic Ocean; Indi-
an Ocean; Pacific Ocean; and 
Southern Ocean. 

The Equator  The Equator is an imaginary line 
around the middle of the Earth.   

North Pole  the point on the Earth’s surface 
that is furthest north from the 
equator  

South Pole  the point on the Earth’s surface 
that is furthest south from the 
equator
