St. Paul's Carnival is a yearly African Caribbean carnival held, usually on the 

first Saturday of July, in St. Paul's, Bristol, England.

Pauls area of Bristol in the 

1950s alongside other mi-

grant communities.

In 1991 it was renamed St 

Pauls African Caribbean Car-

nival to put importance on the 

African-Caribbean community.  

Carnival kept growing, Over 50 years since that 

very first festival, Carnival 

still strives to celebrate St 

Pauls’ rich cultural mix.
